WHEREAS, every year over 40,000 people in the U.S. are killed in acts of gun violence,
and 76,725 more are shot and wounded; and

WHEREAS, by early February more people across the nation are killed with guns than
are killed in our peer countries in an entire calendar year; and

WHEREAS, forms of gun violence include gun suicides, gun homicides, domestic
violence involving a gun, law enforcement-involved shootings, and intentional and
unintentional shootings; and

WHEREAS, 58 percent of adults or someone they care for has experienced gun
violence, demonstrating the reach and impact gun violence has in communities across
the nation; and

WHEREAS, firearms are the leading cause of death for children and teens in the U.S.;
and

WHEREAS, people in cities across the nation are working to end senseless violence by
advocating for common-sense gun safety legislation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, THAT I, JACOB A. WOODFORD, Mayor of
the City of Appleton, Wisconsin, do hereby proclaim February 1-7, 2023 as
